WHEREAS: Fort Bragg’s local healthcare system is facing many serious challenges that threaten the ability of our people to obtain appropriate, timely and cost effective care within our community; and

WHEREAS: In Fiscal Year 2007-2008, 5000 residents living within the Fort Bragg zip code area sought and received high-quality, cost-effective medical, perinatal, dental and behavioral health care at Mendocino Coast Clinics, a community governed nonprofit community health center which plays a pivotal role within the local system of care by providing responsive and cost-effective primary health services; and, 

WHEREAS: While serving Fort Bragg’s citizens with 14 years of service, our thriving Federally Qualified Community Health Center has provided outstanding employment opportunities to over 90 person strong workforce, thereby contributing to the stability and strength of our local economy; and

WHEREAS: Mendocino Coast Clinics has made great strides in maintaining high standards of accountability, demonstrating cost effectiveness and efficiency in the delivery of care, and empowering the community to address unmet health needs thereby reducing the costly impacts of untreated chronic illness, preventable deaths, unmanaged disabilities, and communicable diseases; and 
WHEREAS: Mendocino Coast Clinics represents a longstanding, working solution to the healthcare crisis by pooling federal, state, local and foundation funding to provide community-directed care that meets the highest standard of quality; 

NOW, THEREFORE, I, Doug Hammerstrom, Mayor of the City of Fort Bragg, on behalf of the entire City Council, do hereby proclaim August 10-16, 2008 as National Community Health Center Week in the City of Fort Bragg, California and encourage all citizens, businesses, public and private agencies, religious and educational institutions to support the non profit organization Mendocino Coast Clinics and applaud the benefits they give, and have given, to our citizens by improving the health and well being of our community.
